The White House hosted a State Dinner in honor of India on November 24, 2009.
The State Dinner honored Prime Minister of India Manmohan Singh and his wife,
Gursharan Kaur.

There are photos of Prime Minister Singh’s arrival; a private reception in the Yellow
Oval Room; greeting guests in the Blue Room; President Obama and Prime Minister
Sign delivering remarks and toasts; and performances by the National Symphony
Orchestra, Indian dancers Bhangra Empire, A. R. Rahman, and Kurt Elling. There are
photos of Mrs. Obama hosting a preview of the State Dinner for mentees from the
girls’ leadership and mentoring program in the State Dining Room.

System of Arrangement
