IN PERFORMANCE AT THE WHITE HOUSE

ln Performance at the White House is a music series distributed for
national television broadcast by PBS and produced since its inception

in 1978 by WETA, the flagship public broadcasting station in the
nation's capital. WETA created ln Performance at the White House
to showcase the rich fabric of American culture in the setting of the
nation's most famous home. Throughout the years, the series has

embraced virtually every genre of American perlormance-from pop,

country gospel, jazz, and blues to theatre and dance. Past programs

have presented such talent as cellist lVstislav Rostropovich, dancer and

choreographer tVikhail Baryshnikov, jazzicon Sarah Vaughan, country
music singer lvlerle Haggard, and the United States ltlarine Band.

During the Obama administration, there have been 11 ln Performance
at the White House programs to date, from February 2009 to the
most recent concert in tVay 2013. These events have honored the
musical genius of Stevie Wonder, Sir Paul lVcCartney, Carole King,

Burt Bacharach and Hal David as each was honored with the Library

of Congress Gershwin Prizelor Popular Song; celebrated Hispanic
musical heritage during Hispanic Heritage Nrlonth; marked Black
History tvlonth by featuring the music of lVlotown, Itrlemphis Soul
and the blues, and songs of the Civil Rights tr4ovement; explored
the rich roots of country music; and spotlighted Broadway and the
unique spirit of the American musical.

lvlisica Latina: ln Performance at the White House will be broadcast
on PBS stations nationwide on Tuesday, October 8 at 8 p.m. (ET).

The program will also be broadcast on Sunday, October 13 via the
American Forces Network to American service men and women and

civilians at U.S. Department of Defense locations around the world.

NATALIE COLE
A multiple GRAMN,4Y-winning R&B and iazz vocalist, Cole's passion for

Latin music was first inspired by the pioneering Spanish-language albums

of her father, legendary crooner Nat King Cole. Her first Latin album,

Natalie Cole En Espafiol, debuted at No. 1 on the Latin pop albums chart.

A celebration of the most memorable standards from Latin music's great

composers, the album features duets with Andrea Bocelli and Juan Luis

Guerra, and a special duet with her father on the song "Acercate M6s."

Cole is spokesperson for the University Kidney Research Organization.

LILA DOWNS
A celebrated lr/lexican-American singer-songwriter and actress, Downs'
musical style is distinctly multicultural in its combination of traditional
Mexican musical influences with other global sounds, seamlessly combining

the melodies of indigenous Mesoamerica wilh iazz, blues, soul and rock.

Her latest album, Pecados y [t/lilagros, won a GRAMMY and a Latin
GRAMMY. She performs regularly with her band, La Misteriosa, in some
of the most prestigious venues in the world including Carnegie Hall and

the Auditorio Nacional de M6xico. Downs is also a recipient of the United

States Artists Fellowship Award.

GLORIA ESTEFAN
An international superstar, Estefan has sold more than .100 million records,

recorded more than two dozen albums throughout a long and prolific

career, and become an icon and role model for Latinos the world over.

She has won seven GRAMMY Awards and is an accomplished songwriter,

actress, children's book author and philanthropist. Estefan's new album,

The Standards, is a multilingual collection from the American Songbook. lt

was released September 10, and features collaborations with the award-
winning Laura Pausini, violinist Joshua Bell and saxophonist Dave Koz.

GREGG FIELD
Six-time GRATUN/Y winner and "Producer of the Year" Latin GRAMMY
recipient, Field is one of the most versatile and highly sought-after
producers, musicians and educators in music. He has recorded with
musical luminaries Frank Sinatra, Barbara Skeisand and Placido Domingo.

Field has performed with numerous symphonies worldwide and has

appeared on 42 GRAMN/Y-nominated recordings. He is chairman of the
board of the University of Southern California Thornton School of Music
and has served as a trustee of the Recording Academy.

RAUL MALO
An accomplished singer, guitarist and record producer, l\r1alo's strong
melodies merge rhythms and instruments from the genres of classic
country, jazz, Lalin and rock 'n' roll. His newest solo album, Sinners
& Salnts, was inspired by zarzuelas, improvised artistic collaborations
between dancers and guitarists, which captivated him as a young child
growing up in Miami. He is lead singer of the GRAIV|VY-winning quintet

The Mavericks, whose highly praised new record, after a .1O-year hiatus,

is ln Time.

RICKY MARTIN
With sales of 60 million albums, Ricky lVlartin is the leading Latin music
artist of his generation. Billboard hails the GRAN/N/Y and multiple Latin

GRAMTMY winner as "an international pop icon and Latin music's global

ambassador." Following a critically praised Broadway run in Evlfa, lvlartin is
preparing the release of his first children's book and a new album in 2O14.

The recently released advance song "Come With Me" is already lVartin's

29th top-20 hit. He is also the founder of the Ricky l\,4artin Foundation,
which advocates for children's rights around the world.

PRINCE ROYCE
A native of New York, Prince Royce has been a rising star in the Latin

music industry in recent years. A singer-songwriter-producer, he has had

two multi-platinum albums and has sold out shows at prominent music
venues, including Radio City lvlusic Hall and the Nokia Theater. A three-
time Latrn GRAIVIVY nominee, Prince Royce has won 16 Latin Billboard
Awards, 13 Premios Lo Nuestro and 17 Premios Juventud. ln 2012, he

garnered a Latin Billboard Award for Composer of the Year, becoming
the youngest person ever to receive the honor.

ARTURO SANDOVAL
A prot6g6 of the legendary iazz masler Dizzy Gillespie, Sandoval, born
in Cuba, began studying classical trumpet at age 12. He is today one of
the world's most acknowledged guardians of iazz trumpet and flugelhorn,

as well as a renowned classical artist, pianist and composer. Sandoval

has received nine GRAtvIMY Awards and been nominated 17 times; he

has also received six Billboard Awards and one Emmy Award. This year

Sandoval will be awarded the Presidential Ir/edal of Freedom, the United

States' highest civilian honor.

ROMEO SANTOS
The "King of Bachata," santos is both a multi-platinum solo artist and the
principal writer/vocalist for chart-topping supergroup Aventura. Santos'

Formula Vol. 1 was the best-selling Latin album of 2012, spending four

months at No. 1 and producing five No. .l singles Last year also saw

Santos sell more tickets at lvladison Square Garden than any other artist.

The follow-up album, Formula Vol. 2, is expected early next year, with

the first advance single "Propuesta lndecente" already No' .1 on the Latin

digital sales chart.

ALEJANDRO SANZ
Spanish singer, songwriter, composer and dedicated philanthropist, Sanz

is one of the world's most renowned Latino artists, having won three

GRAIr/tr/Ys and 16 Latin GRAMMYs. His latest album is La A/ljsica No

Se Toca. Sanz has received the White House Vision Award for his work
through the Hispanic Heritage Foundation and has been honored by the

American Society of Composers, Authors and Publishers in recognition

of his contributions to Latin music. Sanz is spokesperson for Doctors

Without Borders, Save the Children and Greenpeace.

MARCO ANTONIO SOLiS
Solis is a multiple-Latin GRAN/N/Y winner, lVexican singer-songwriter and

composer. He began his career as front man for the iconic lvlexican band

Los Bukis, and today Solis is known worldwide as a charismatic solo

artist. His most recent album, En Total Plenitud, is certified platinum. Solis'

songs continue to be an integral part of the lives of millions of Spanish

speakers around the world. In August 2010, Solis received a star on the

Hollywood Walk of Fame.

NATALIE COLE
La m0tiple ganadora del GRAN/N/Y R&B y vocalista de jazz,la pasion de
Cole por la musica latina se vio inspirada inicialmente por los 6lbumes
pioneros en espafrol de su padre, el legendario cantante Nat King Cole.
Su primer 6lbum latino, Natalie Cole En Espafiol, debut6 como el No. 1

en las listas de 6xitos de 6lbumes de pop latino. Una celebracion de los
estdndares m6s memorables de los grandes compositores de la m[sica
latina, el elbum presenta duos con Andrea Bocelli y Juan Luis Guerra, y
un dueto especial con su padre interpretando la cancion "Ac6rcate lvl6s",

Cole es vocera de la University Kidney Research Organization.

LILA DOWNS
Celebrada actriz y cantautora mexicano-estadounidense, el estilo musical
de Downs es distintivamente multicultural en su combinaci6n de influencias
musicales mexicanas tradicionales con otros sonidos mundiales, ya que
combinan perfectamente las melodias de la lvlesoam6rica indigena con
el jazz, blues, soul y rock. Su 0ltimo 6lbum, Pecados y lt4ilagros, gan6
un GRAMIVY y un Latin GRAN/IUY. Ella se presenta generalmente con
su banda, La Misteriosa, en algunos de los mds prestigiosos escenarios
del mundo, entre los que figuran el Carnegie Hall y el Auditorio Nacional
de M6xico. Downs tambi6n ha sido receptora del United States Artists
Fellowship Award.

GLORIA ESTEFAN
Una superestrella internacional, Estefan ha vendido m6s de 100 millones
de discos, ha grabado m6s de dos docenas de 6lbumes a trav6s de una
larga y prolifica carrera, y se ha convertido en un icono y modelo a seguir
para los latinos de todo el mundo. Ha ganado siete premios GRAMMY
y es una artista musical de afamada trayectoria, actrz, aulora de libros
infantiles y fil5ntropa. El nuevo 6lbum de Estefan, The Standards, es una
colecci6n multilingue de la American Songbook. Fue lanzado el 10 de
septiembre y presenta colaboraciones con la galardonada Laura Pausini,
el violinista Joshua Bell y el saxofonista Dave Koz.

GREGG FIELD
Seis veces ganador del GRAMMY y tambi6n ganador del Latin GRAN/MY
al "Productor del Ano", Field es uno de los m6s versStiles y codiciados
productores, m[rsicos y educadores en Ia misica. Ha grabado con
luminarias musicales como Frank Sinatra, Barbara Streisand y Placido
Domingo. Field ha tocado junto con numerosas sinfonlas de todo el mundo
y ha aparecido en 42 grabaciones nominadas al GRAIr/N/Y. Es Presidente
de la Junta Directiva de la Thornton School of lVusic de la Universidad
de Southern California y miembro del consejo de administraci6n de la
Recording Academy.

RAUL MALO
Cantante consumado, guitarrista y productor musical, las fuedes melodlas
de lValo fusionan ritmos e instrumentos de los g6neros country clasico,
jazz, ritmos latinos y rock 'n' roll. Su mds reciente 6lbum como solista,
Sinners and Saints, se inspi16 en las zarzuelas, esas colaboraciones
artisticas improvisadas entre bailarines y guitarristas, que lo cautivaron
desde que era un nifro que crecia en lVliami. Es vocalista principal del
quinteto ganador del GRAMMY The Mavericks y, tras un par6ntesis de
10 afros, su nuevo disco altamente elogiado es ln Time.

RICKY MARTIN
Con 60 millones de ventas de albumes, Ricky lVartin es el principal
artista de la mUsica latina de su generacion. Billboard aclama al ganador
de un GRAMMY y de m0ltiples Latin GFAMMYS como "icono del pop
internacional y embajador de la musica latina". Despu6s de su actuacion
en Evita en Broadway aplaudida por la critica, Martin est6 preparando el
lanzamiento para2014 de su primer libro para nifros y un nuevo 6lbum.
Su mds reciente cancion previa al disco, "Ven Conmigo", es ya su 29o hit
de los "Top-20". Tambi6n es el fundador de la Ricky l\,4artin Foundation,
que aboga por los derechos de los niRos en todo el mundo.

PRINCE ROYCE
Oriundo de Nueva York, Prince Royce, ha sido, en los ultimos afros, una
estrella en ascenso de la industria de la m0sica latina. Cantautor-productor,
ha tenido dos dlbumes multi-platino y ha agotado las taquillas en lugares
prominentes de la musica, como el Radio City lVusic Hall y el Teatro Nokia.
Nominado tres veces al Latin GRAIVMY Prince Royce ha ganado 16 premios
Latin Billboard, 13 Premios Lo Nuestro y 17 Premios Juventud. En 2012
obtuvo el premio Latin Billboard por Compositor del Afro, convirti6ndose
asi en la persona mErs joven en haber recibido ese honor,

ARTURO SANDOVAL
Protegido del legendario maestro del jazz Dizzy Gillespie, Sandoval, nacido
en Cuba, comenz6 a estudiar trompeta cl6sica a los 12 afros. Hoy en dia
es uno de los guardianes m6s reconocidos del mundo de la trompeta
y el fiscorno del jazz, asi como un artista cldsico, pianista y compositor
de renombre. Sandoval ha recibido nueve premios GRAIVMY y ha sido
nominado 17 veces; tambi6n ha recibido seis premios Billboard y un
premio Emmy. Este afro a Sandoval se le otorgara la medalla Presidential
Iv'ledal of Freedom, el honor civil m6s alto del pais.
